Course Description

French 1: The student works on grammatical structures and vocabulary through a variety of methods. Conversation will be a vital part of the course as well as listening and other activities. Students will remain active participants in the course and will continue to be offered a variety of experiences to increase their knowledge of Francophone cultures.

INSTRUCTIONAL GOALS 

This course will introduce students to the French language, culture, history and scope of the Francophone world. 

At the end of this course, you will

· know cognates

· pronounce the French alphabet and French accents

· be able to conjugate “er” verbs

· understand basic grammatical forms

· learn vocabulary words including colors, numbers, classroom expressions, days of week, months of the year

· be able to communicate in the target language - greeting people, expressing likes and dislikes, describing yourself

· Supplemental Cultural Material: (ie. French in Action, Téléfrançais)
Grading Policy

Generally, at the end of each chapter, students will have one listening test and one written test (taken together on the same day). Students will have class work or homework almost daily and should spend a minimum of ten minutes per night studying vocabulary words, verb conjugations, etc. Class participation is a must since French is such an interactive course. Students will have speaking assignments to be completed in the classroom – if a student is absent and the absence is non-chargeable, he/she will be excused from that grade. Since French is a comprehensive course, the semester  final exam is a mixture of “Chapitres 1-4.”
