FRENCH 5H - SYLLABUS

Monsieur Raya
(1) Text: En Voyage  (2) Workbook : En Voyage   (3) French for Fluency Text
Each lesson will generally take 7 to 10 days to complete. I am not a slave to the book, as I feel that the book is not the curriculum, however, it is an important part of the course. Each lesson includes a variety of readings including excerpts from novels, poems, and songs. The vocabulary is by topics and is presented in French with French definitions. Each lesson includes discussion activities for the story and grammatical structures. There are both written and oral activities that help the student incorporate the vocabulary and structures that are being taught in each lesson. Songs are presented for aural comprehension, pronunciation practice, and for discussion. 

The first several chapters provide an in-depth review and expansion of the grammatical elements learned in French 1,2,3, and 4. New structures and the subjunctive mood are introduced throughout the text with regular reviews in the readings. 

Long-term projects will be assigned periodically that reinforce both cultural and literary aspects being taught. Students will learn how to use the internet to do research in French and English on French topics. The World Language Lab (S 105) will be your 2nd home.
Original French movies will be shown including Les Misérables and La Gloire de mon père and will include class discussion, comprehension activities, vocabulary, and oral presentations.

Chapitre 1 Students will learn how to deal with a variety of travel situations. 

Chapitre 2 Students will learn about French youth and their daily life along with information on the media and how to participate in conversations. 

Chapitre 3 Students will learn about leisure activities and cultural events. Readings will include the history of songs and poetry by Jacques Prévert.

Chapitre 4 Students will learn about the European community, French-speaking countries of Africa, and how to express opinions and reactions. Readings include a short story "La Dernière classe" by Alphonse Daudet.

Chapitre 5 Students will learn about social problems, how to deal with crime when traveling, and how to express agreement and disagreement. Readings will include current events.

Chapitre 6 Students will learn about values that are important to the French, family chores at home, and how to express congratulations and condolences. 

Chapitre 7 Students will learn about health and physical fitness and how to deal with health care systems. 

Chapitre 8 Students will learn about French artistic and scientific achievements, the architectural grandeur of Paris, and how to express reactions. 

 

 

FRENCH 5H CLASS POLICY AND GOALS 

Bienvenue!   This year will be one of growth in your ability to comprehend and communicate in French. To accomplish this, class will be conducted in French with the following goals for the students.

Goals: 

1. Listening - Comprehend authentic materials (videos, movies, songs, etc.), discussions in French, teacher’s explanations in French. The World Language Lab will also be integrated into the course and is a valuable resource.
2. Reading - Increase French vocabulary, use both French-English and French-French dictionaries, read and comprehend authentic material. 
3. Speaking - Improve pronunciation and intonation, ask questions, give answers, participate in conversations and discussions, give oral presentations in French. 
4. Grammar - Expand grammar knowledge, utilize learned grammar in listening, reading, speaking, and writing in French. 
5. Writing - Write compositions, express ideas and relate events in a journal, answer questions about authentic materials in French. 

6. Culture - Increase knowledge of the geography, current events, politics and customs of France.

Materials: Bring the following materials daily - binder, pencil, red pen, blue or black pen, notebook or 3-ring binder, 3x5 cards, En Voyage - text and cahier. 

6-Week Marking Period Test: A “mini final exam” for the six-week grading period. This is about 25% of your grade.

Class Participation, Class Grade, Written Exercises and Devoirs: Class is conducted in French. Ask and answer questions, participate in discussions, homework, and the following of class guidelines.  Assigned and checked daily, corrected by the student in red ink, and graded at the end of each chapter. Keep a daily record of homework assignments.  This is about 25% of your grade.

Quizzes, Compositions, Tests: These will always be in French and will be based on material being studied in class. They will be about 25% of your grade.

Oral Proficiency: This will be about 25% of your grade.

Projets de Maison: Boni.  (5-10 extra pts) can be earned for your class grade by making vocabulary cards, watching a French movie and writing a summary in French, keeping a journal for 7 days, keeping a log of 5 telephone conversations in French, preparing food for the class and presenting the recipe and directions in French.

Grades: Keep a record of each graded assignment or test on your Registre de Notes. 
A : 90 - 100% average plus excellent participation in French.

B : 80 - 89% average plus good participation in French

C : 70 - 79% average plus average participation in French.

D : 60 - 65% average - unsatisfactory or incomplete work
F: 0 – 64 Why are you at Lowell???
Absences: If you are absent, call a classmate or check schoolloop to get missed work. I am also not a slave to schoolloop, so please don’t panic if I do not put an assignment there.
